Hemingway created a seamless indoor outdoor experience 
by connecting the interior soaking tub to the exterior hot tub 
with a magnificent wall of glass, which wraps around the tub. 
The state-of-the-art Fleetwood windows are weather tight, 
and motorized solar shades are mounted into window jambs. 
An 18 foot long custom floating vanity in solid teak is topped 
with Danby Olympic white marble, and above it, a rectangular 
window sits between two Robern medicine cabinets. The three 
sided shower is frameless glass, and flooring is 3’x3’ honed 
Atlantic Bluestone. See photos above.
